Use the silent

mode in situations where an audible sound

might disturb others.

Receiving and Reading Messages
When a page is received, the pager alerts for 8
seconds.

« Press and release the button again to dis-
play the message.

Messages that contain more than 12 charac-
ters continue on a second screen. This is indi-
cated by a continuation arrow (») in the lower
ngm corner of the display.

BATTERIES

Two AAA batteries are required for operation.
‘The Renegade pager has a built-in low battery
detector. A low battery alert and warning dis-
play (L0 CELL) occurs approximately one
week before the end of battery life. Batteries
last approximately 850 to 950 hours of continu-
ous use. Turn the pagev OFF when not in use
to conserve battery lfe.

Battery Installation
Unlock the battery compartment door. Firmly
slide the battery door off the back of the
Renegade pager and install wo AAA akaline
batteries. Match the “+" on the batteries with *+"
markings inside the pager. Close the battery
door.

NOTE: Changing batteries resets pager mem-
ory. Please read all messages before remov-
ing the batteries.
